As part of the Governor’s 2011 Public Safety Realignment, a number of grant programs previously administered by the California Emergency Management Agency (Cal EMA) are now under the jurisdiction of the Board of State and Community Corrections (BSCC).  The Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program is one such program.  Given the timing of the transfer of responsibility for the JAG program, the BSCC determined it best to continue the funding approach previously employed by the Cal EMA for one more year.  This will allow the BSCC time to establish the systems and processes needed to effectively undertake the administration of the programs and its responsibilities, and address the needs of the current grantees in preparation for a potential redirection of JAG funding in subsequent years. 

As such, the FFY 2012/2013 JAG grant application concludes the funding strategy established in the 4-year statewide plan developed by the Cal EMA for JAG spending.  In light of both the realignment activities and the end of the 4-year statewide plan, the BSCC intends to provide technical assistance to JAG grantees over the course of the 2012/2013 funding cycle.  This application includes two new elements:

1. The BSCC has prioritized sustainability planning activities as a part of the project description in hopes of assisting each jurisdictions’ ability to sustain the task forces at the local level; and 

2. The BSCC will schedule a Project Director’s meeting for the purpose of fact-finding and brainstorming ideas for local sustainability of the ADA task forces.  The CrackDown grantee is encouraged to attend the meeting.  The grantee will be notified of the date of the Project Director’s meeting.
We look forward to working with our JAG partners to capitalize on this opportunity to review and assess the most effective components of the JAG funded task forces and explore avenues for sustainability.  Moreover, we are excited to collaboratively examine opportunities presented by the Public Safety Realignment and the resulting countywide efforts to integrate the contributions of various criminal justice stakeholders.

Eligibility

Only the California Department of Justice (DOJ), Division of Law Enforcement (DLE), is eligible to receive funding from the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program for the CrackDown Multi-Community Task Force (CrackDown) Program for Fiscal Year (FY) 2012/2013 through the non-competitive RFA process.
Funds

Funding for the CrackDown Program is made available through the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance (JAG) Grant Program established by Congress in the 2005 Omnibus Appropriations Package (H.R. 3036).  The JAG Program allows states, tribes and local government to support a broad range of activities to prevent and control crime based on their own local needs and conditions through seven authorized Program Purpose Areas (PPAs).  For FY 2012/2013, the PPA of the CrackDown Program is “Law Enforcement Programs.”
For FY 2012/2013, $2,244,766 in JAG funds has been allocated to the CrackDown Program.  The Applicant must budget for a 12-month grant award period that begins July 1, 2012, and ends June 30, 2013.  There is no match requirement associated with this program.

Program Information

The CrackDown Program is responsible for combating inter-jurisdictional and intra-state drug trafficking, focusing on methamphetamine, cocaine, marijuana, and the diversion of legal drugs. 
The CrackDown Program efforts are concentrated on targeting drug offenders within the Colombian cocaine cartels, California street gangs, and Mexican drug trafficking organizations providing smuggling routes through Mexico and California.
The CrackDown Program complements the Anti-Drug Abuse Enforcement Team Program by supporting local multi-agency drug enforcement teams with Special Agents from the DOJ Division of Law Enforcement.  This support program provides local drug enforcement teams with resources, equipment, and jurisdiction that they would lack in the absence of this program.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act: 

The intent of the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) is to empower every American with the ability to hold the government accountable for each spending decision; the end result is to reduce wasteful spending in the government. The FFATA legislation requires information on federal awards (federal financial assistance and expenditures) be made available to the public via a single, searchable website: www.USASpending.gov.

The FFATA Subaward Reporting System (FSRS) is the reporting tool federal prime awardees (i.e. prime contractors and prime grants recipients) use to capture and report subaward and executive compensation data regarding their first-tier subawards to meet the FFATA reporting requirements. Prime contract awardees will report against sub-contracts awarded and prime grant awardees will report against subgrants awarded. The subaward information entered in FSRS will then be displayed on www.USASpending.gov associated with the prime award furthering federal spending transparency. 

Funding used to support the FY 2012/2013 CrackDown Program grant activities will trigger the FFATA reporting requirement. We will contact your agency to obtain the necessary information for the FSRS once funding is awarded. 
Statistical Reporting Requirements:
The Applicant will be required to submit progress reports using the Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) Performance Measurement Tool (PMT).  Progress reports are due quarterly and must be completed in the PMT system fifteen (15) days after the end of each quarter.

In addition to the PMT report, the Applicant will also be required to submit one BSCC CrackDown Progress Report which will be due 45 days after the end of the grant period:  August 15, 2013.
Quarterly Financial Invoices:
Disbursement of grant funds occurs on a reimbursement basis for costs incurred during a reporting period.  The State Controllers Office will issue the warrant (check) to the individual designated on the application form as the Financial Officer for the grant.  Grantees must submit invoices online to the BSCC on a quarterly basis, no later than 45 days following the end of each quarter.  Grantees must maintain adequate supporting documentation for all expenditures claimed on invoices.  The BSCC reserves the right to require a financial audit any time between the execution of the grant award and 60 days after the end of the grant period.  In addition, the BSCC staff will conduct on-site monitoring visits that will include a review of documentation maintained as substantiated for project expenditures.

PROJECT NARRATIVE

The project narrative is the main body of information describing the problem to be addressed, the plan to address the identified problem through appropriate and achievable objectives and activities, and the ability of the Applicant to implement the plan.

1) Problem Statement
The problem statement is the foundation of the project.  The problem statement must provide a description of the target area, target population and/or crime statistics.  If needed, please adhere to the following guidelines:
a.
Description of the Jurisdiction

Describe the demographic, geographic, ethnic and economic composition of the State.

Describe the drug culture and identify the underlying social factors that have contributed to the overall drug problem in the project area/jurisdiction. 

b.
Problems and Trends

The problem statement must describe the nature and extent of the illegal drug problem to be addressed by the Applicant and should be focused on the overriding problems and trends.

List and discuss, in order of priority, the drug problems identified.  Issues should be directed at a specific problem or problem area and should be realistic so that progress can be measured.  Supporting factual and illustrative data must include the following, in the order listed:

1. Estimates of the availability and use of drugs in the jurisdiction;

2. The major sources of drugs transported into or through the jurisdiction;

3. The extent to which drugs are produced within the jurisdiction;

4. An analysis of changes in drug availability and drug use; 

5. Increase or decrease in the cost and purity of major drugs;

6. The prevalence and patterns of violent crime in the jurisdiction, including incidents and patterns of drug-related violent crime;

7. Emerging problems or significant changes in the level of a specific problem, as it relates to drug-related violence;

8. Process used to determine problems; and

9. Others, if applicable.

The discussion should address the current efforts underway and any new efforts or programs, whether or not grant-funded, that will respond to the priority issue.  Activities that represent collaborative efforts between federal and state funded programs should be emphasized.  Indicate how the priority issues were determined.

2) Plan and Implementation
Plan
