The meeting commenced at 10:00 a.m.

Chair Linda Penner welcomed the Board Members and public to the January 7, 2014
Teleconference Special Session Board of State and Community Corrections (BSCC) meeting.

Ms. Penner stated the purpose of the Special Session was to approve SB 1022 Emergency
Regulations: Board of State and Community Corrections Construction Financing Program. The
BSCC had been advised by the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) that the Board must approve the
proposed Emergency Regulations and authorize submission to OAL for approval. Under prior
funding legislation, the Secretary of CDCR was able to authorize emergency regulations without an
action of the Board. Now that the BSCC is an independent statutory entity, this additional procedural
step is required.

Ms. Penner announced that the meeting was being held at a number of sites by teleconference and
asked that each member announce their presence and identify themselves and their location.
Ms. Penner stated her presence in Sacramento and asked that member Mr. Stone and Mr. Budnick
who were also in attendance in Sacramento, announce their presence. Member Arnold in Sonora,
Member Growdon in Susanville, Member Steinhart in Mill Valley, and Member Maggard in Irvine
all announced their presence and locations. There was no response when Ms. Penner inquired if
Mr. Baca was present in Monterey Park. Ms. Penner asked if there was a quorum. Secretary to the
Board, Ms. Rodriguez-Rieger and legal counsel, Ms. Harriet Steiner concurred that there was a
quorum.

DISCUSSION AGENDA ITEMS:

EMERGENCY REGULATION AMENDMENTS TO TITLE 15 REGULATIONS ON LOCAL
JAIL CONSTRUCTION FINANCING PROGRAM. REQUESTING APPROVAL.

(AGENDA ITEM A)

In July 2013 the Board of State and Community Corrections (BSCC) released to the field the
Senate Bill 1022 (SB 1022), Adult Local Criminal Justice Facilities Construction Financing Program,
Request for Proposals (RFP). BSCC staff, working with other state stakeholders, revised the Title 15,
Local Jail Construction Financing Program regulations. Due to the emergent circumstances of these
regulations in relation to the conditional awards scheduled to be made by the Board at its
January 16, 2014 meeting, these regulations have already been submitted to the Office of
Administrative Law (OAL) for immediate publishing upon the Board’s approval. This agenda item
requested approval of the emergency draft revisions to the regulations and publishing by OAL.

Staff recommended:

1. The Board determine that the proposed regulations are necessary to address an emergency as
defined in Government Code section 11342.545.

2. The Board approve the draft emergency adoptions and amendments to the regulations.

3. The Board approve the publishing of the emergency adoptions and amendments to the
regulations by the Office of Administrative Law.

The Chair called for comments from the Board and from the public. Hearing none, the Chair invited
a motion to approve staff’s recommendations.

Ms. Arnold moved approval of the proposed regulations necessary to address an emergency as
defined in Government Code section 11342.545, approve the draft emergency adoptions and
amendments to the requlations, and approve the publishing of the emergency adoptions and
amendments to the regulations by the Office of Administrative Law. The motion was seconded by
Mr. Budnick.

Ms. Penner asked for a vote of the members. A roll call was conducted; all members voted in favor,
the motion carried.

At this point, a phone message was received from the Monterey Park site, stating that they did not
have the call-in number in order to participate in the meeting. Staff provided the number and the
Monterey Park participants joined. Ms. Penner explained that the Board had a quorum, the agenda
item had been discussed and approved, and the meeting was at the point of being adjourned.
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Ms. Penner asked who was present and asked if there were any comments. The attendees announced
themselves and stated there were no comments. Mr. Baca was not in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

The Chair called for public comments on any items that were not on the agenda.

Hearing none, the meeting was adjourned.
