Appendix B
Computational Calculations and Formulas
Quarterly average daily populations for jails

The quarterly average daily population for the jails were calculated by taking the average of the average daily populations for each month in the quarter.

Quarterly average daily populations for CDCR prisoners
The quarterly average daily population for the prisonswas estimated by taking the average of the population count on the last day of each month in the quarter.
Incarceration rate formula
The incarceration rate was calculated by summing theaverage daily population of individuals incarcerated in county jail, and committed to CDCR during the quarter, and dividing it by the population of the county. The quotient was then multiplied by 100,000.

Crime rate formula

The crime rate was calculated by taking the number of reported crimes in the countyquarter, and dividing it by the population of the county. The quotient was then multiplied by 100,000.

Arrest rate formula

The arrest rate was calculated by taking the number of arrests in the county during the quarter, and dividing it by the at risk population of the county. The at risk population was defined as the number of individuals in the county between the ages of 10 and 69. The quotient was then multiplied by 100,000.
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
