�  Managers are middle management positions above the first supervisory level and below the assistant department administrative level.  Manager includes such titles as juvenile institution superintendent, assistant juvenile institutions superintendent, corrections lieutenant, captain, division director, detention facility manager, and probation manager.  Staff in these positions typically exercise independent direction to:  develop, write, and direct policies and procedures for department or division operations; execute the authority to impose discipline; and formulate and negotiate budgets.


� 	Administrators are top-level leadership positions in an agency and include such positions as county sheriff, undersheriff, assistant sheriff, chief deputy or commander in charge of multiple detention facilities, chief probation officer, assistant chief probation officer, county director of corrections, assistant director of corrections, police chief, and assistant police chief.
