At BJN, the population capacity for SYTF is 416 male
youth.
At CVK, the capacity for SYTF is 8 female youth.

At BJN, the SYTF youth will be housed in a separate units. The
youth who received a commitment order for SYTF are separated
from other youth in pre-dispositional units.

At CVK, SYTF youth will be housed in a separate cottage. They
will have similar, yet expanded, programming designed to address
the individual needs of the youth.

Describe how the SYTF will be secure as
required by WIC § 875 including any proposed
modifications to achieve security.

BJN is compliant with WIC 875 as well as Title 15 and Title 24
requirements and enhancements for security.

CVK, will have added security measures such as armed security at
various points throughout the exterior perimeter.

Describe how the programming, treatment, and
education offered and provided is appropriate
to meet the treatment and security needs of the
youth serving baseline and modified baseline
terms under WIC § 875.

The programming, treatment and education available at BJN and CVK
are developmentally appropriate and target the treatment and
criminogenic needs of the youth serving baseline and modified terms to
prepare them for transition to the community. Enhancements to service
provisions are made through County and community-based service
providers, faith-based, and volunteers to meet the unique needs of this
population.

Describe the staffing proposed for the SYTF,
including staffing ratios.

The staffing for the SYTF at BJN and CVK youth will be
equal to, or better than, the staffing ratios required by
PREA.

If the county will use or proposes to establish or
utilize a less restrictive program to which SYTF-
committed youth may be transferred by the
juvenile court, describe the less restrictive
program including whether it is operated by a
community service provider.

The county has current contracts with community-based providers that will aid in the establishment and
provision of an Interim Step-Down Housing and Supportive Services Program component for male youth
who through substantial effort to complete in-custody goals will be court ordered to participate in
programming in a less restrictive environment. Programming will include education, mental health
services, employment assistance, life and socialization skill, parenting, health & well being, substance use
treatment, money management & budgeting, etc. and is intended to create effective pathways for youth to
successfully transition back to their communities.

Additionally, the county will continue to combine resources with community-based partners who provide
less restrictive housing and supportive programming.
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" Welfare and Institutions Code section 875, subdivision (a), provides:

(a) In addition to the types of treatment specified in Sections 727 and 730, commencing July 1, 2021, the court may
order that a ward who is 14 years of age or older, be committed to a secure youth treatment facility for a period of
confinement described in subdivision (b) if the ward meets the following criteria:

(1) The juvenile is adjudicated and found to be a ward of the court based on an offense listed in subdivision (b) of
Section 707.

(2) The adjudication described in paragraph (1) is the most recent offense for which the juvenile has been
adjudicated.

(3) The court has made a finding on the record that a less restrictive, alternative disposition for the ward is unsuitable.
In determining this, the court shall consider all relevant and material evidence, including the recommendations of
counsel, the probation department, and any other agency or individual designated by the court to advise on the
appropriate disposition of the case. The court shall additionally make its determination based on all of the following
criteria:

(A) The severity of the offense or offenses for which the ward has been most recently adjudicated, including the
ward's role in the offense, the ward's behavior, and harm done to victims.

(B) The ward's previous delinquent history, including the adequacy and success of previous attempts by the juvenile
court to rehabilitate the ward.

(C) Whether the programming, treatment, and education offered and provided in a secure youth treatment facility is
appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the ward.

(D) Whether the goals of rehabilitation and community safety can be met by assigning the ward to an alternative, less
restrictive disposition that is available to the court.

(E) The ward's age, developmental maturity, mental and emotional health, sexual orientation, gender identity and
expression, and any disabilities or special needs affecting the safety or suitability of committing the ward to a term of
confinement in a secure youth treatment facility.
