(a) In addition to the types of treatment specified in Sections 727 and 730, commencing July 1, 2021, the court may
order that a ward who is 14 years of age or older, be committed to a secure youth treatment facility for a period of
confinement described in subdivision (b) if the ward meets the following criteria:
(1) The juvenile is adjudicated and found to be a ward of the court based on an offense listed in subdivision (b) of
Section 707.
(2) The adjudication described in paragraph (1) is the most recent offense for which the juvenile has been
adjudicated.
(3) The court has made a finding on the record that a less restrictive, alternative disposition for the ward is unsuitable.
In determining this, the court shall consider all relevant and material evidence, including the recommendations of
counsel, the probation department, and any other agency or individual designated by the court to advise on the
appropriate disposition of the case. The court shall additionally make its determination based on all of the following
criteria:
(A) The severity of the offense or offenses for which the ward has been most recently adjudicated, including the
ward's role in the offense, the ward's behavior, and harm done to victims.
(B) The ward's previous delinquent history, including the adequacy and success of previous attempts by the juvenile
court to rehabilitate the ward.
(C) Whether the programming, treatment, and education offered and provided in a secure youth treatment facility is
appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the ward.
(D) Whether the goals of rehabilitation and community safety can be met by assigning the ward to an alternative, less
restrictive disposition that is available to the court.
(E) The ward's age, developmental maturity, mental and emotional health, sexual orientation, gender identity and
expression, and any disabilities or special needs affecting the safety or suitability of committing the ward to a term of
confinement in a secure youth treatment facility.

	Describe the juvenile population to be served by each SYTF facility in the county by factors including offense age gender and any special programming such as sex offender or mental health treatment to which the facility may be dedicated: Monterey County Probation Department will serve youth ages 14-23, and up to age 25 depending on the length of the commitment disposition ordered by the Juvenile Court. Based upon prior DJJ Commitments from Monterey County, approximately 90% of committed youth were Hispanic, 3% Caucasian, 3% African-American, and 3% Asian. Their adjudicated WIC  707(b) offenses include robbery/carjacking (13), Murder/Attempted Murder (8), Assault with a Deadly Weapon/Firearm (6), Lewd and Lascivious Acts (1), and Forcible Rape (3).

Please reference the attached Monterey County Juvenile Realignment Plan for the Department's SYTF Program Plan and the Monterey County Youth Programs and Facilities Grant Program application submitted to the BSCC.
	Describe the proposed or actual population capacity of the SYTF ADP and maximum as applicable If the county proposes or plans to accept commitments of SYTF youth from another county or counties describe the capacity of the SYTF that will be dedicated or available to out ofcounty commitments: The general SYTF housing unit is a single tier unit that can hold up to (10) youth. There are (8) rooms total, with (2) two-youth rooms and (8) single youth rooms. This housing unit is separate from the housing units that will be utilized for pre-adjudicated youth and committed youth within juvenile hall. 

Monterey County does not anticipate acceptance of youth from other counties to the SYTF Program within Juvenile Hall. 
	If the SYTF is a unit of a facility that also houses detained or committed youth other than Section 875 committed wards indicate which unit or part of the facility will be utilized as a SYTF Indicate whether you intend to separate SYTF from nonSYTF youth in the facility and if they will be separated describe how they will be separately housed and programmed: SYTF youth will be housed and dine separately from other detained or committed youth within juvenile hall.

SYTF youth may be offered education services and vocational training, individual counseling services and/or cognitive behavior programming curriculum, and other evidence-based programs with other detained youth with similarly identified risks, needs, and strengths.  
	Describe how the SYTF will be secure as required by WIC  875 including any proposed modifications to achieve security: The Monterey County Juvenile Hall is a secure facility and no additional modifications to the site are contemplated to appropriately house and manage the SYTF population and provide appropriate programming, treatment, and education for youth as outlined in section 875 WIC. 
	Describe how the programming treatment and education offered and provided is appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the youth serving baseline and modified baseline terms under WIC  875: The Monterey County Office of Education provides education and support staff to youth, as well as Special Education and post-graduate vocational education for all students. Hartnell College will provide post-graduate education for youth within the facility. The Children's Behavioral Health Department and contracted community-based organizations will provide evidence-based programming and treatment for the SYTF youth. All programming, education, and treatment services provided are compliant with Title 15 mandates.
	Describe the staffing proposed for the SYTF including staffing ratios: The projected ratio of SYTF youth to staff will be 10 to1, as mandated by Title 15 and BSCC requirements. These ratios will be modified as needed to facilitate safe operations within the facility. Additional staffing for the SYTF will include a Deputy Probation Officer, medical staff, clinical therapists and behavioral health staff, and designated Juvenile Institution Officers to assist in the delivery of services and programming to the SYTF population. 
	If the county will use or proposes to establish or utilize a less restrictive program to which SYTF committed youth may be transferred by the juvenile court describe the less restrictive program including whether it is operated by a community service provider: The Monterey County Youth Center will be utilized as a less restrictive setting for SYTF youth who are transferred by the Juvenile Court. A separate housing unit will be established within the Youth Center facility to accommodate the population and allow for re-entry planning, monitored furlough release to services within the community, and ongoing therapeutic programming. The less-restrictive setting within the Youth Center will be staffed by Probation Department employees, in collaboration with other contracted community based organizations and county staff.
