(a) In addition to the types of treatment specified in Sections 727 and 730, commencing July 1, 2021, the court may 
order that a ward who is 14 years of age or older, be committed to a secure youth treatment facility for a period of 
confinement described in subdivision (b) if the ward meets the following criteria: 
(1) The juvenile is adjudicated and found to be a ward of the court based on an offense listed in subdivision (b) of 
Section 707. 
(2) The adjudication described in paragraph (1) is the most recent offense for which the juvenile has been 
adjudicated. 
(3) The court has made a finding on the record that a less restrictive, alternative disposition for the ward is unsuitable. 
In determining this, the court shall consider all relevant and material evidence, including the recommendations of 
counsel, the probation department, and any other agency or individual designated by the court to advise on the 
appropriate disposition of the case. The court shall additionally make its determination based on all of the following 
criteria: 
(A) The severity of the offense or offenses for which the ward has been most recently adjudicated, including the 
ward's role in the offense, the ward's behavior, and harm done to victims. 
(B) The ward's previous delinquent history, including the adequacy and success of previous attempts by the juvenile 
court to rehabilitate the ward. 
(C) Whether the programming, treatment, and education offered and provided in a secure youth treatment facility is 
appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the ward. 
(D) Whether the goals of rehabilitation and community safety can be met by assigning the ward to an alternative, less 
restrictive disposition that is available to the court. 
(E) The ward's age, developmental maturity, mental and emotional health, sexual orientation, gender identity and 
expression, and any disabilities or special needs affecting the safety or suitability of committing the ward to a term of 
confinement in a secure youth treatment facility.

Due to low census currently, the facility is configured for operation of 3.5 housing units.  

Programming specific to realigned youth will be delivered in various areas of the facility including on housing units, classrooms and multi-purpose rooms.  
	Describe how the SYTF will be secure as required by WIC  875 including any proposed modifications to achieve security: Sonoma County's Juvenile Hall meets the definition of a secure 

facility under Welfare & Institutions Code 206 and is compliant with all provisions of Title 15, Division 1, Chapter 1, Subchapter 5 (BSCC).




	Describe how the programming treatment and education offered and provided is appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the youth serving baseline and modified baseline terms under WIC  875: The Sonoma County Probation Department maintains contracts with local providers for current services within the Juvenile Hall (and the Probation Camp once re-occupied) in addition to contracts focused toward transitional services. Within the facility residents are offered drug and alcohol services, mental health support, Aggression Replacement Training, trauma focused, gender responsive, culturally competent/bilingual services, spiritual advising, and various other services.  Transitional services include referrals to our Intensive Case Management (ICM) Program, career technical education programs, County Behavioral Health, and case management/supervision services through the Sonoma County Probation Department.
	Describe the staffing proposed for the SYTF including staffing ratios: The Sonoma County Probation Department will staff the facilities pursuant to Title 15 ratios, including but not limited to: an adequate number of personnel sufficient to carry out facility operation and programming; at least one staff member present on each living unit whenever there are residents in the living unit; at least one staff on the living unit for every ten residents during awake hours; at least one staff on the living unit for every 30 residents during the hours residents are confined to their rooms for the purpose of sleeping; qualified mental health staff; kitchen staff; health services staff; administrative staff; janitorial staff; a case managing staff assigned to each resident committed to the SYTF for the purpose of individual case planning and programming; certified bilingual staff; and a supervisory staff overseeing programming and case planning for SYTF residents. 
	If the county will use or proposes to establish or utilize a less restrictive program to which SYTF committed youth may be transferred by the juvenile court describe the less restrictive program including whether it is operated by a community service provider: Sonoma County Probation Camp may be utilized as a step down program for secure track youth. The Probation Camp is a detention facility but it is not secure.  The Department may also utilize the Adult Day Reporting Center which is operated by the Probation Department, and/or various community based programs that are deemed suitable for step down for the youth per their Individual Rehabilitation Plan. This may include an Evening Reporting Center for youth operated by a community based organization, an STRTP, or an RFA with support of electronic monitoring.
