(a) In addition to the types of treatment specified in Sections 727 and 730, commencing July 1, 2021, the court may 
order that a ward who is 14 years of age or older, be committed to a secure youth treatment facility for a period of 
confinement described in subdivision (b) if the ward meets the following criteria: 
(1) The juvenile is adjudicated and found to be a ward of the court based on an offense listed in subdivision (b) of 
Section 707. 
(2) The adjudication described in paragraph (1) is the most recent offense for which the juvenile has been 
adjudicated. 
(3) The court has made a finding on the record that a less restrictive, alternative disposition for the ward is unsuitable. 
In determining this, the court shall consider all relevant and material evidence, including the recommendations of 
counsel, the probation department, and any other agency or individual designated by the court to advise on the 
appropriate disposition of the case. The court shall additionally make its determination based on all of the following 
criteria: 
(A) The severity of the offense or offenses for which the ward has been most recently adjudicated, including the 
ward's role in the offense, the ward's behavior, and harm done to victims. 
(B) The ward's previous delinquent history, including the adequacy and success of previous attempts by the juvenile 
court to rehabilitate the ward. 
(C) Whether the programming, treatment, and education offered and provided in a secure youth treatment facility is 
appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the ward. 
(D) Whether the goals of rehabilitation and community safety can be met by assigning the ward to an alternative, less 
restrictive disposition that is available to the court. 
(E) The ward's age, developmental maturity, mental and emotional health, sexual orientation, gender identity and 
expression, and any disabilities or special needs affecting the safety or suitability of committing the ward to a term of 
confinement in a secure youth treatment facility.

	Describe the juvenile population to be served by each SYTF facility in the county by factors including offense age gender and any special programming such as sex offender or mental health treatment to which the facility may be dedicated: There are 10 eligible youth that could potentially be committed to our SYTF facility.  Six are Transitional Age Youth (TAY) (four male and two female) and range in age from 18-21.  Four are younger youth (all male) and their ages range from 16-17.  Nine of the 10 are Hispanic and one is African American.  They are all pending 707(b) WIC offenses.  The two female youth are pending charges for 187(a) PC & 211 PC.  Two of the TAY males are pending charges for 187(a) PC and the other two are pending charges for 211 PC and 246 PC.  Two of the youth are pending charges for 211 PC and the other two are pending charges for 664/187(a) PC and 245(a) PC. 
	Describe the proposed or actual population capacity of the SYTF ADP and maximum as applicable If the county proposes or plans to accept commitments of SYTF youth from another county or counties describe the capacity of the SYTF that will be dedicated or available to out ofcounty commitments: Our proposed capacity for SYTF youth is 60.  We do not plan to accept commitments of SYTF youth from other counties at this time.
	If the SYTF is a unit of a facility that also houses detained or committed youth other than Section 875 committed wards indicate which unit or part of the facility will be utilized as a SYTF Indicate whether you intend to separate SYTF from nonSYTF youth in the facility and if they will be separated describe how they will be separately housed and programmed: The SYTF are units within our facility that will house all eligible committed youth, including youth other than Section 875 committed wards.  They will be initially housed on the Detention side and will be able to earn their way to the dormitory style unit on the commitment housing side. They will not be separated from non-SYTF youth.  At this time, we are separating youth  by sight & sound based on age (separating <17 from 18>).
	Describe how the SYTF will be secure as required by WIC  875 including any proposed modifications to achieve security: No climb fencing will be installed in certain areas of our facility to enhance security, and privacy mesh screening will be added to the back part of our facility to protect the confidentiality of the youth in our care. 
	Describe how the programming treatment and education offered and provided is appropriate to meet the treatment and security needs of the youth serving baseline and modified baseline terms under WIC  875: Pursuant to our Annual Plan submitted, we plan to offer a variety of educational opportunities through the Ventura County Office of Education to include the Providence Scholars Program where youth can attend community college courses. Ventura County Behavioral Health will provide risk assessments, crisis intervention, treatment planning, psychiatry, medication support, and release planning with care coordination to youth at the facility.  They also administer individual, group and family therapy sessions.  Our community based organizations will offer gender specific programming, sex offender treatment, Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children (CSEC) education and mentoring, Boys and Girls Club programming and art classes.  Outside providers/ facility staff will offer a parenting program, fitness program and Paxton Patterson, a construction and small engine program.  We will also have tablets which will offer individualized programming to include vocational and educational training with the ability of video family visits.  Additional services to be added include: Career & Vocational Center, embedded lived-experience mentors, a gang intervention program entitled ARISE, and a more robust community re-entry process to include transitional housing.  
	Describe the staffing proposed for the SYTF including staffing ratios: Per Title 15, our staffing ratio would be 10 to 1 for detention youth and 15 to 1 for commitment youth. 
	If the county will use or proposes to establish or utilize a less restrictive program to which SYTF committed youth may be transferred by the juvenile court describe the less restrictive program including whether it is operated by a community service provider: The County is in discussion with two neighboring counties (Santa Barbara & San  Luis Obispo) to create a tri-counties approach to managing this population. This may include the use of Los Prietos Boys Camp as a step-down facility for youth serving commitments in neighboring counties. Youth referred for this option would be subject to meeting specified criteria in order to engage in treatment and transitional programming in an open setting. The tri-counties approach would allow for youth who need a secure residential treatment environment but present with less imminent community safety risk, to be screened for the Coastal Valley Academy program in San Luis Obispo.
