The new hire has been on-boarded and is now completing the fingerprinting process with Sacramento City Unified.

Seeing an increasing need for wraparound services, Rose Family Creative Empowerment Center added a case manager to assist with the needs of families. HAWK assigned a staff member to assist in collecting student data to track program activities.

Risk assessment categories are assigned by school personnel based on the above metrics.  The student database is shared with the Lifeline Partners and the appropriate intervention is applied.  Follow-up by the MDT team identifies if the intervention was successful and whether different approaches need to be instituted. During the COVID 19 period, it became more important for HAWK mentors to request assistance from the MDT team.  A referral process was established to ensure that students who were not showing up for the zoom sessions were contacted.  In this case it could be either HAWK or the Lifeline partners.  The results were uneven and a new process will be established going forward.

RFCEC staff has worked closely with the school site administration to enroll students from the school who have been identified as needing additional supports and services. 
The John Still K-8 School Student Support Center staff works to identify students for the program and contacts the parent to get permission to enroll in the program. At that point, the student and their family are referred to RFCEC which provides an intake assessment to determine the needs of the family and the student. Based on the needs of the student and the family, they are then provided with additional supports and services as needed. Students and families are then referred to HAWK for mentoring and to ACAC for counseling services as needed. Seventh and eighth grade students are enrolled in the John Still K-8 School Male Leadership Academy. 
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	2e_EvidBased_text: With the county emerging from the pandemic, Rose Family Creative Empowerment Center was able to move its distance learning hub from their main office back to the school site. Doing so allowed enrichment providers to come to the campus and reach more youth. Additional enrichment activities were possible, including community youth pop-ups and the Kings and Queens Golf Program. In-person family engagement workshops were held at the main office while respecting COVID practices because virtual is not as attending as in person for our families.

HAWK was also able to provide on-site sessions called Woke Wednesdays that focused on topics like black history, the value of owning land through playing monopoly, and understanding self-worth. These on-site sessions provided opportunities for casual one-on-one conversations with students to build relationships and demonstrate care. There are open sessions on Sundays at the park and virtual on Fridays.

ACAC provided TARGET, Trauma, Motivational Interviewing, and Cognitive Behavioral Therapy as therapeutic interventions.

Virtual sessions are still a part of Lifeline"s program activities. HAWK set up two virtual mentoring sessions for 5th and 6th grade students. Tuesdays were devoted to support with math homework, and Fridays were for debriefing and general discussion. Another mentor is scheduling weekend Zoom sessions alternated with community events that students can attend. Parent feedback was solicited to find the best schedule for virtual sessions.

Finally, partners are developing a fstress surveyf to identify specific areas of daily stress for students. The survey will be administered electronically, and the results will be used to adjust services to meet the evolving needs of the youth.

In addition, ACAC created a new streamlined method to communicate with partners regarding referrals and follow-ups. Rose Family Creative Empowerment Center helped develop a monthly progress report for partner agencies and developed a Google sheet for all partners to track weekly activities.

Many adjustments were made to communication with youth and families to reduce the overall number of contacts and improve coordination between partners. HAWK and Rose Family Creative Empowerment Center coordinated efforts to reach out to families through one point of contact. HAWK created motivational flyers that could be emailed or texted to youth in order to remind them to attend events, thus reducing additional phone calls to the home. HAWK also used their website and social media platforms to promote different events and keep in touch with students and families. HAWK is creating a portal on their website specifically for Lifeline where students can access online lessons, educational materials, learn about events, and showcase student activities. May 15 is the anticipated launch date.

HAWK inventoried and codified 45 lesson plans around critical thinking. The documents were digitized in February and made available to mentors online. These new lessons will also be available on the new Lifeline portal.
